A delegate may NOT introduce amendments during their time allocated on a speaker’s list (whether original or for an amendment). The Chair has the power to state that an amendment or motion is dilatory (wasting the time of the committee). The Chair also reserves the power to not entertain motions for caucuses, moderated or unmoderated.
